Follow these steps!
1. Visit www.theteacherspaws.com and find the “download new pet registration” tab. 
2. OR complete this hard copy form. But please help us if possible by scanning your pages which require pet owner signatures so that we will have this document submitted electronically. We are a small facility but we are managing a lot of client data. 
3. We will need a copy of your pet’s vaccine report emailed by your vet clinic to beall.donna@yahoo.com, or you may submit via our online platform on our website on the same screen where you will see the “download pet registration” tab. 
4. Once these documents are submitted, please allow us processing time to review them. We will reach out to you to help you schedule your new dog(s) evaluation. If you do not hear from us within several days, please contact us at beall.donna@yahoo.com to check in. 

To confirm a new dog evaluation: please email us at beall.donna@yahoo.com or call/text Donna  at 912.293.7007. We must establish that all required “new client” documents have been submitted before we can arrange a new dog evaluation. We will need a 48 hour turn-around time to verify vaccine reports are up-to-date and that all signature areas are initialed on the new client registration form. This window may be a few days longer if we are especially busy in the kennel. We thank you for reaching out to check in if you have not heard from us.

After your dog has completed a new dog evaluation: If you are a returning client and your dog has already been registered into our client database and has successfully completed and been approved to visit our kennel after a new dog evaluation,  anytime you wish to reserve doggie day care or overnight boarding, you should log in to our software through our website at www.theteacherspaws.com and reserve your desired dates on this platform. If you have trouble logging into the program or experience any issues reserving your dates, simply email Donna letting her know the dates you are interested in reserving at beall.donna@yahoo.com. We appreciate your help doing your part to make reservations through our online platform independently so that our attention can remain dog/kennel focused as much as possible. But please know we are happy to help if you need assistance. 

Drop off / Pick Up:
******Important: Please note a flaw in our software:
Our registration website provides a drop-down menu for the user to click on the time of day he/she would like to drop off or pick up their pet. This drop box feature should be disregarded. Please be aware that we have specific windows of time for checking pets in and out that are not reflected on our reservation platform. 
Check in/ Check out of pets is as follows:
Monday – Saturday: 7:30-9:30 am or 4-6 pm. 
If your pet(s) have been boarding overnight, please note that they may be picked up until 10 am (like a hotel check-out time) to avoid accruing a day-play (day care) fee.
Pets may certainly be picked up later in the day during our 4-6 pm check out window, and a pm day play fee will be added. 
Sundays: Check in  / Check out is 4-6 pm ONLY.

What is your dog, cat, or pet’s personality like? Briefly describe his or her disposition below, sharing any particular details which you would like for us to know about your pet. Please include how your dog has interacted socially with other dogs in the past, if information is available. If you are boarding or dropping off multiple pets, please do the same in the space below for each one. Feel free to use the back of this paper if you need more room. 



Does your pet have any food allergies or special needs? Please specify these clearly so that we will know to have this information readily available and displayed on pet’s identification board by/above his/her crate. If something is a serious concern, please always email us at beall.donna@yahoo.com to tell us as an added precaution. 

Doggie Day Care:
If you are interested in allowing your dog to participate in doggie day-play services, he or she must first be observed and evaluated to best understand their temperament and personality. During this evaluation, we are observing how a dog handles entering a crate, sitting inside a crate for a period of time; how the dog interacts with staff; how the dog interacts with other dogs in a gradual process starting with only one dog at a time if dog is shy or new to socialization. This introduction to other dogs is supervised in a controlled fashion. If dogs do not feel comfortable and exhibit anything greater than mild anxiety, we will not force the dog to interact.  As trainers, my husband or I will choose the next steps – ex. dog sometimes is more open to interaction again after some “quiet” time in crate or more open when we try him out with different dog or group of dogs. 

The fee for a formal evaluation is $25 per dog, ($30 per dog on Saturdays), and dogs should be dropped off between 7:30-9:30 am and picked up between 4-6 pm. Once the dog has been evaluated, future routine doggie day care rates will apply. 

Day-Play “Doggie Day Care” Rates: 
Monday – Friday: $15 per day or $60.00 if dog is attending the whole week each day, Monday – Friday.
Saturdays $25.00 a day for drop off in am and pick up in pm. 
No doggie day care drop off on Sundays. Overnight boarding dogs still have their normal schedule of play sessions. 
Please note this difference in boarding vs. day play:
Day care if picking up after 10 am after an overnight stay is $17.00 on Saturdays and Sundays. 
A reminder that Sunday hours are 4-6 pm only. The additional pm day-play rate will be added on to nightly rate.

Temperament Observation / Evaluation  
Overnight boarding will include doggie day care “play” services if owner would like for the dog(s) to be included in an appropriate play/socializing group which best fits the dog’s physical and emotional needs. We also use this evaluation to see how dogs handle in a crate for their nap/cool down time and how they respond to the day-to-day hustle and bustle of doggie day care life. We also feel this eval & day-visit is so important for the dog to know that he will be safe when he returns to stay overnight and will remember this was a fun place with friends and caring staff. This first visit also gives pet owners peace of mind in meeting our staff with the knowledge of where their dog will be vacationing while they are away.  
Groups include: 
· Senior Class / Docile Dogs (older dogs, shy dogs, or dogs with special needs)
· Middle School Tweens & Teens (larger dogs; may include boisterous, medium sized dogs)
· Kindergarten Kids (small/medium dogs)
· Miscellaneous Group (dogs who can interact with others (perhaps as passive-observer dogs), but might just not fit the above groups)
Please initial below to indicate your understanding of the following statements:
I understand that before I board my dog or cat, my vet needs to email my pet’s vaccine record to Teacher’s Paws to the address beall.donna@yahoo.com, or I can upload them through the website vaccine submission platform. Additionally, vet documentation should verify that dog or cat is on regular flea and parasite prevention. We must have electronic submission of vaccine and health reports to manage client data. **If owners submit a hard copy vaccine report, please note that the vaccine report will not be on official record and will have to be submitted again for the next visit.  
Required Vaccines for Dogs
· Bordetella (kennel cough) required yearly. Booster is recommended at 6 months. 
· Rabies (either 1 or 3 year vaccine accepted)
· Distemper or Distemper combo shots such as DHPP or DHLPP (either 1 or 3 year vaccine accepted)
· *Canine Influenza (must cover both H3N2 and H3N8 strains) *Note: Flu vaccine may be waived if not in stock. 


Required Vaccines for Cats
· Rabies Vaccine
· Feline Leukemia Vaccine
· RCPP (respiratory)
I understand what is required regarding vaccines for my pet and that a vaccine report from a veterinarian must be submitted at least 48 hours before my pet’s visit. Clients often submit a request to their vet clinic for their pet’s vaccine report to be emailed to beall.donna@yahoo.com.

Responsibility to Submit and Maintain up-to-date Vaccination Record(s):
I understand that it is my responsibility to keep my pet up-to-date on all vaccines and in good health for any and all visits to The Teacher’s Paws Kennel. I understand that I should email (preferred) or bring in a hard copy of my pet’s vaccine updates anytime they are updated with a new vaccine. Vet or myself should email to beall.donna@yahoo.com.  Hard copy vaccine reports will grant temporary entry only into the kennel. (Will not be guaranteed as kept on file unless submitted electronically)

Emergency Veterinary Care 
If my dog, cat, or pet needs veterinarian care for any reason during his/her stay, I understand that if the medical issue is not urgent, Teacher’s Paws employees will make first attempt to have the dog/pet(s) seen by owner’s personal vet. However, I understand that if a medical issue is urgent, Teacher’s Paws will take the animal(s) to the nearest vet in proximity. (This is Vidalia Veterinarian Clinic.)

Aggressive / Threatening Behavior 
I understand that if my dog shows any aggressive behavior to others that is of concern, my dog will be separated from play or interaction with others until the issue can be properly addressed with Teacher’s Paws employees and pet owner(s).

Pet Minor Injury Waiver
Sometimes during a dog’s Teacher’s Paws visit, minor cuts, sprains, bruises may occur as dogs sometimes tussle over toys or wrestle with each other as a form of play. Please note that we will not allow all dogs to play with toys as we are vigilant of any resource guarding. Fetching balls or tug ropes are sometimes used to interact with the dogs to enrich their play sessions. These items are not used if we have, or ever, observe that your dog displays this type of resource guarding. 
 I understand that during canine social play, injuries may occur, though every effort is made to ensure no issues of this nature can arise by our careful Teacher’s Paws safe-canine social practices. I understand that if a more serious injury were to occur which appears outside of basic first aid assistance, my dog will be taken to the nearest vet for assessment of the injury.

Communicable Illness
I understand that social play and kennel life means there is a risk of communicable illnesses such as exposure to antigens or viruses. While we work hard to keep our kennel clean and hygienic, and to ensure all visiting dogs are vaccinated against common communicable illnesses (see vaccine requirements above), bringing a dog to a kennel is like dropping a child off at pre-k or kindergarten. “Bugs” are around. However, dogs who visit and play with others often develop healthier immune systems and are often greatly enriched by the opportunity to be social with other dogs and humans.

Pet Medications
Please note that we do charge a daily rate of $5 per dog to administer pet medications if they are needed. 
I understand that I will have $5 a day added to my total if my pet needs special care in the form of oral or topical medications. If pets are staying longer than 7 nights or owner is boarding multiple pets, discounts to this medication total may apply so that costs do not become exorbitant.

Pet’s Collor on / Collar off?
Please let us know if you specifically want your pet’s collar on or off if you have a strong preference on this practice by sending a request to beall.donna@yahoo.com. There are issues that arise with both. Our policy was to remove collars to avoid any collar tags getting caught in any way between crate bars. However, some clients insisted they wanted their pet’s collar to remain on throughout their visit for their ID or tracker device to remain on their dog. Ultimately, if we see a safety concern, we will remove the collar. Please know that we do the best we can to accommodate every pet owner’s need. 

I understand that it is my responsibility to email beall.donna@yahoo.com if I have a specific request regarding my pet’s collar preferences.

Treats or No Treats?
Please send an email in advance to beall.donna@yahoo.com if you have a specific request for your pet to NOT have treats from our community treat “pot” if there is a dietary concern. We must have this “in writing” so that we may do our best to avoid allowing your pet to partake accidentally. 
I understand that I must email beall.donna@yahoo.com if I have a specific request that my dog(s) do not partake of any community kennel treats that are often shared with dogs as nap time and during any training games.

Personal Items 
I understand that storage space is limited in the kennel and I should only send the following items for my dog(s)’ visit, and that names and feeding instructions should be on all items:
· A bed for my dog’s crate
· dog(s)’ food with name and clearly labeled feeding instructions
· any medications or supplements
· My treat contribution to kennel community “pot” (See our recommendations on preferences)

Play & Socialization Groups
At Teacher’s Paws, our goal is to integrate your dog into an appropriate play group, which may include several dogs or simply one or two dogs who share similar temperament and energy levels. Being a part of a social play group also means your dog will likely enjoy more time out of a crate, as he/she will not have to be taken outside for potty/fresh air breaks alone. During a dog’s first evaluation visit, socializing the dog is done at a pace which feels comfortable for him or her. First we start with exposure to one dog with similar age/size/temperament, and dogs may be leashed or introduced through a gate. Gradually, we seek to form a positive play group for your dog if he or she responds in favor. If a dog does not appear to feel positively, a play group will never be forced. 
_______ Yes, I would like to have my dog experience an appropriate social play group while visiting.
_______ No, I would prefer my dog be alone for potty/fresh air breaks while visiting. 
Please initial beside your yes or no preference.
Dog Boarding Rates 
One dog: $27/night
Two dogs: $49/night
Three dogs: $66/night 
Beginning at 4+ dogs, the rate for all subsequent dogs is $10/night. Example: 5 dogs would be: $86/night
($27 + $22 + $17 + $10 + $10)
Each dog = minus $5.00 per night. Beginning at 4th dog, rate remains a steady discounted rate of $10/night.

Cat Boarding Rates
One cat: $22/night
Two cats: $39/night 
Three cats: $49/night
Please send your cat’s own litter, or add on $7.00 to your final total and we are happy to supply the litter for you. 

The Teacher’s Paws Holiday Hours of Operation 
In order to serve our pets and their families, our kennel operates 7 days a week, but there will be days that we will serve our pet guests but have limitations on our check in / check out procedures. Below is a list of dates that offer such limitations. Additionally, on these dates, we require an additional +$2.00 per dog nightly rate to accommodate paying staff on the following holidays:

Days We Operate but may limit business hours and/or require $2.00 per dog staff support
*Christmas Eve *MORNING ONLY: check-in / check-out: 7:30-10 am available. *Note: If Christmas Eve falls on a Sunday, this particular Sunday will not permit business hours. 
* Mother’s Day. Regular Sunday 4-6 pm check in/check out hours but +$2.00 per dog added onto nightly rate
* Father’s Day. Regular Sunday 4-6 pm check in/check out hours but +$2.00 per dog added onto nightly rate
* Memorial Day. Regular hours but +$2.00 per dog added onto nightly rate
* Labor Day. Regular hours but +$2.00 per dog added onto nightly rate
*New Year’s Eve: *MORNING ONLY: check-in / check-out: 7:30-10 am available. *Note: If New Year’s Eve falls on a Sunday, this particular Sunday will not permit business hours. 






Holidays 
Below is a list of days of the year that we are CLOSED to the public but continue our normal pet services inside the kennel. No pets may check in or check out on the following days of the year:
*Holiday rate applies @ $2.00 additionally per dog added into standard nightly rate. 

* Easter 			* Christmas Day: December 25th 
* July 4th			* New Year’s Day
* Thanksgiving Day

Understanding of The Teacher’s Paws Boarding Rates & Holiday Procedures & Rates:
I understand The Teacher’s Paws nightly boarding rates and holiday protocols.  I understand that check-out time after spending a night is 10 am except for Sundays, in which I will check out my pet(s) during the 4-6 pm window. If checking out a dog after 10 am, I understand that day’s day care rate applies. I understand there are no check ins / checks outs on Sunday mornings, and The Teacher’s Paws Sunday business hours are 4-6 pm only.

Opportunities for Discounts:
Multiple Pet Discount: Yes – we are willing to work with multiple pet families at a discounted price. Once an evaluation of multiple dogs has been conducted, a price per night will be agreed upon. In typical circumstances, a second dog or pet is minus $5 per pet each night off of the $27/night rate. 
Long-Term Boarding: Yes – if boarding for longer than 7 nights, a discounted rate will apply. We have a discount rubric which breaks down the number of dogs + number of nights for a graduated discount rate. Please email beall.donna@yahoo.com if you would like to know what your estimated discount rate will be (to save adding on another several pages to this document).
Please note: young puppies who are new to potty-training may not qualify for multiple pet discounts. 

Drop Off Procedures
· Please make certain that your dog is on a leash when you arrive for a visit. Please do not let your dog walk off-leash on our kennel premises. Free-roaming dogs is a hazardous practice.  
· Please text your kennel host on duty when you arrive so that we know you are outside. Our door is locked for security of the dogs. 
· You will find your kennel host’s name and number posted on our purple door to call or text to let us know you are outside. Please be patient with us as we may take a few minutes to arrive as we are juggling energetic dogs in the back!

Standard Check in Times: (Doggie Day Care or Overnight Boarding)
7:30 – 9:30 am or 4 - 6 pm. A reminder to text your kennel host on duty when you arrive. 
 Reminder: Sunday check in – check out is 4-6 pm only.
Early Check-in:
*If you need a special accommodation check in, we offer a 7 am check in for an added fee of $12.00 and we will need to know this information in advance for ensuring staff coverage, please. 
Late Check-out:
*If you find you will be forced into a check-out that is after our 4- 6 pm check out time, please give us as much notice as soon as possible that you will need assistance after 6 pm as our attention will have shifted to the feeding of overnight boarding dogs and kennel sanitation. If you will need pick up after 6:15 pm, a fee of $12.00 will be added on to a client’s total as an accommodation charge. If you will not be able to arrive by 7 pm, we request that you make plans to check out your pet(s) during the next day’s check-out window (7:30-10 am or 4-6 pm on Sundays). 


Standard Check-Out Times for your pets’ check-out if boarding:
7:30 - 10:00 am to avoid day-play rate added. Please note drop off for dogs is ONLY 7:30-9:30 am. We allow until 10 am for pick up as an added courtesy. 
Evening pick up/check out opportunity is 4-6 pm. 





When my pet visits The Teacher’s Paws, what do I bring?

Your Dog’s Food & any medications with instructions
* Bring dogs’ preferred food(s). Please make sure your dog’s food is in a bin or a sealed Tupperware container for freshest storage and is labeled with pet’s name(s) along with a note for any specific feeding instructions if they differ from our normal morning and evening feeding schedule. **Please make sure we know if you are bringing any food which will need to be refrigerated right away upon dropping off. We do not want to have food sit in a bag all day unrefrigerated and realize at the end of the day that it needed special attention. Thank you for this help as the kennel is very busy and we do not wish for any oversights of your pets’ important food needs. 

Your Dog’s Bed
* If you wish for your pet to have a bed in his crate, please bring one. Please make sure a name is somewhere on the bed so that we know whom to return it to if we must wash it. Or if your pet is a chewer and no bed is preferred, he is welcome to use one of our kennel blankets for some added comfort in his crate as he rests. 

Community Dog Treat Contribution – must be in an unopened brand bag or brand container
Dog Treats – Thank you for contributing!
*Please bring dog treats (or cat treats) of your choice to add into the kennel community treat pot. We request “soft” treats. A brand like Pupperoni treats is recommended because these are soft and easy to break into pieces. Soft treats help us to ensure dogs of all sizes and palettes can enjoy. We use treats to reward dogs for positive crate/naptime habits, and Mrs. Donna uses treats to play obedience training games. 
We request that treats are not offered in Ziplock bags as we cannot guarantee an expiration date or ingredients.
Our kennel policy is to store all treats with focused hygiene standards. If a treat bag or container is not  sent in a brand bag or container with a clear expiration date, we cannot use it, and it will be tossed. We thank you for helping us to keep the dogs positively motivated in this way.  








We ask that you not bring:
· *Please do not bring registration and/or vaccine report the day of your dog(s)’ visit. Please submit these in advance as our staff appreciates focusing completely on your dog(s)’ emotional needs at drop off rather than screening paperwork. Advance submission of all registration documents frees us up to focus on you and your dog. This also helps us to avoid preventable mistakes. 

· Do not bring toys (Toys can cause fights, may present hazards, and may get lost)

· Do not bring food bowls or blankets. We have our own and yours may be lost in the shuffle. 

· Do not bring bare-bagged food items. All perishable/food items must be stored in plastic bins. If you send food bags or ziplock bags, please send them inside of a plastic bin with name & feeding and any medication instructions labeled on bin/container.  


· Please do not bring in any items without your name on each item. The kennel is a bustling place and names must be clearly displayed on all personal items, please.



Play, Potty, & Exercise 
How frequently will my dog enjoy time outdoors and / or indoor play?
Dogs are given 4 interactive play / potty sessions to be out of a crate throughout the day from wake-up time until bedtime. We are at the kennel as early as 7:30 am and bedtime each night is anywhere between 7- 8 pm. If the weather is pleasant, dogs will spend some of their play and exercise time outdoors in one or several of our 3 play yards. If weather is extreme (heat, cold, rain, etc.), the dogs will go outside for fresh air and potty, but will spend their play/exercise time indoors as much as possible. We are so pleased and grateful to offer our boarders and doggie day care guests temperature-controlled play rooms in our facility! We also strive to allow boarding cats the opportunity to be out free in our kennel office to receive supervised staff cuddles and play time. Our cat habitat is housed in this office as well and stands at 6 feet tall and 3 feet wide with lots of room for climbing and stretching. 

Student PAWS Program: We are pleased to have our Student PAWS volunteers visiting throughout the day to ensure that your dog or pet is getting lots of attention and exercise! Our volunteers vary from grades 6 – 12 and add so much to our wonderful facility!


Bathroom, Play, & Exercise Sessions:
7:30 am – 12:30 pm (dogs are offered two play sessions: one before breakfast, one after breakfast) Dogs eat meals and snacks in their crates. 
12:30 – 3:30 pm: snack time / nap time / cool down
3:30-7/8 pm – play & potty time, dinner served. Dogs play until dinner is served (usually around 5:30 pm), then potty & play time again after dinner and before bedtime. 
Boarding dogs: 4 play & potty sessions offered between 7:30 am – until bedtime; boarding dogs automatically participate in “day play” or “day care” just like day-play dogs do.*** Please note: We are currently able to operate in this way, but once our summer 2026 rush begins and our boarding numbers begin to spike, we may be forced to require overnight boarding dogs an “upgrade” fee to secure the staff  needed to offer boarding dogs the same quality of play/exercise time that our doggie day care dogs receive. 

Doggie Day-Play (day care): 3 play & potty sessions between 7:30 am – 6 pm. We prioritize day-play dogs time out of crate as they have joined us specifically to PLAY! The Teacher wants all dogs active and enriched at all possible opportunities. Please note some males must be rotated in and out of play as alpha males must be paired carefully with the right play companions to avoid altercations. We make every effort for dogs to be able to play as long as possible. Sometimes sessions are 20 minutes; sometimes 30 minutes; sometimes an hour. Our play sessions depend on how many dogs we are serving and which dogs most peacefully get along with others. The Teacher and staff thoughtfully decide which dogs should form a play group and in which setting. Dogs will never be forced to socialize if they do not feel at ease.  

We use the time between each play/exercise session to perform kennel-cleaning duties, return calls and emails to client inquiries, and to handle outside business. Sometimes we may be spending this time in dog training sessions.
